Teachers work daily to set goals to help all students 
learn something new each day. Being a teacher 
means you are constantly refining and restructuring 
your skill to meet students’ needs. A recent walk 
into classrooms revealed there are many exciting 
things teachers have prepared for our children to 
work on in Danville.  
Mrs. Mezquita’s kindergarten students were doing 
independent reading. Students were fully engaged 
with text. I overheard a few squeals of excitement 
when some discovered power words in their books!  
Mrs. Newman’s class was working on computers 
applying math skills learned. They were working on 
understanding subtraction in kindergarten.   
Mrs. Brown’s first grade class was sharing 
problems they had with the end result being 
choosing one to solve. Some ‘problems’ her 
students have are, Dads who steal ice cream , hair 
that sticks up, taking vitamins with bubbles, socks 
that fall into their boots and having stinky trash 
barrels!  
Mrs. Furman’s first graders were busy writing 
stories. Each child had an important story to tell 
with words and pictures. They take this task very 
seriously and were happy to explain their thinking.  
Mrs. Bordis’ third grade students were reading 
poetry books. Some poems were silly, factual, 
scientific, mathematic and simply beautiful prose.  
Ms. Ronco’s class has made dioramas to 
demonstrate and show their understanding of 
geography topics read in their anthology books.  

Ms. Allen’s class wrote snowflake stories using 
linking and action verbs. They displayed their 
pieces on dark paper to give the feel of a cold 
winter’s night.  
Mrs. Antonakos’ class used linking verbs to write 
snowflake poems. They made their own snowflakes 
and mounted the poems to create a winter 
wonderland in the hallway.  
Mrs. Osborne’s class has stepped back in time by 
creating WANTED posters for famous early 
explorers. Each poster includes facts learned from 
their social studies and language arts studies.

News from Everyday Mathematics

From the Everyday Mathematics Home Connection Handbook:  
 
Why do children play games during math lessons? 
 
Everyday Mathematics (EM) games reinforce concepts in a valuable and enjoyable way. They are designed to help children 
practice their basic facts and computation skills and develop increasingly sophisticated strategies. Some games give 
children experience using a calculator, while other games emphasize the relationship between the money system and place 
value. Games also lay the foundation for learning increasingly difficult concepts.  
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Children are often asked to play EM games with family members as part of their home practice. As you learn to play the 
games yourself, you will understand how the games help children learn mathematics. Many of the games can be played 
with a regular deck of playing cards. Ask your child to teach you some of his/her favorites. 
 
Many games you have at home or see in stores also involve mathematical thinking. Here are some with the age-levels 
suggested by the manufacturer. More games can be found on the Internet by searching under “educational math games.”
