News from the Curriculum Corner

Next year there will be many changes in our
reading curriculum. We will be implementing a
universal reading program at all grade levels. The
program will be comprehensive and researched
based. Reading is a life skill that brings joy to
learning over a period of time. Our staff is excited
about a learning opportunity for our students that
will instill a love of reading while building essential
blocks as they grow as learners. Watch for
newsletters in the fall.

Speaking of reading...be sure you provide many
opportunities for your children to read during the
summer. Research shows students who do not
practice their skill of reading lose ground over the
summer. In order to be great at a sport, you need to
practice faithfully. It is the same with reading and
math. The public library is offering a wonderful
program at no charge! Build frequent visits to the
library into your summer schedule. You'll be happy
you did and so will your children.

We are sending home instructions for math games
to be played during the summer. All games use
common things found around the house. There is
no need to buy anything. The games are played in
conjunction with our EveryDay Math program. It is
important children play math games during the
summer to reinforce skills taught during the school
year. Involving children in cooking activities is
another fun way to strengthen math skills.

Writing and drawing is also a fun thing for students
to do during the summer. The writing should be
open-ended and based on the children’s interest.
Young children like to draw, label, make lists and
write stories. Older children like to write in diaries,
write letters and create stories, plays and songs.
You will need to provide paper and writing utensils,
children will supply the creativity!

As the weather gets nicer, it can be tempting to let
your child miss a day of school. Your child cannot
learn if he/she is not in school. Please continue to

make every effort to have your child in school daily.

When children miss school, they miss out on a lot. It
is hard to catch up on your work and it places stress
on children. No one needs unnecessary stress.

During our recent Wellness Enrichment Day
students were treated to many healthy activities
they can practice during the summer to keep their
bodies active and healthy. They learned how to
make games at home using milk cartons, making
healthy snacks, practice yoga, look for plants in the
wilderness, how to build fairy houses, step dancing,
line dancing and they learned about bike safety.
They were reminded of the fun board games can
provide and how you need to use strategy and skill
to play them. They learned many wonderful things;

Because many elementary school children have
never been exposed to band or stringed
instruments before, we have developed the "Start
Up Band & Strings Program", which helps young
students decide which instrument best fits their
body structure and personality

Experienced instrumentalists and instructors will be
available to help you and your child with their
decision.

Instruments offered are: Violin, Viola, Cello, Flute,
Clarinet, Oboe, Alto Saxophone, Trumpet, French
Horn, Trombone and Percussion. (Sorry no piano or
guitar.)

Once the children have chosen their instrument,
they are given the opportunity to rent an instrument
(if you do not already have one that's in good
working condition). Then we give the children 3
beginning lessons on June 22, 23, 24 from 4:00 —
5:30 pm OR 6:00 — 7:30 pm those evenings. The
lessons are offered at a reduced rate. The Start Up
Program is a wonderful opportunity to try a band or
string instrument before you commit yourself to
spending the BIG BUCKS!
