Timberlane Elementary schools are pleased to 
implement a comprehensive, scientifically research- 
based reading program called Reading Street. This 
program will be used in grades one through five. 
The district language arts committee spent a 
significant amount of time reviewing the State of 
New Hampshire’s Literacy Action Plan, comparing it 
to the Timberlane Language Arts Curriculum 
Frameworks.  After making some curriculum 
revisions to ensure coordination and 
synchronization of literacy skills, the committee 
selected Reading Street as the best match to 
advance our students as literate beings. The 
program uses well known literature and allows for 
differentiation for struggling students and for those 
students who need enrichment. As always, I 
encourage to you to talk with your child daily about 
what he/she learned in school each day.  
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NECAP 

Students in grades three through five will be taking 
the New England Common Assessment Program 
(NECAP) test in October. The NECAP tests are 
designed to measure your child’s progress in 
meeting NH grade level expectations, or GLE’s. 
The GLE’s define the knowledge and skills a 
student should have mastered by the end of each 
school year. This test is one of the tools available to 
parents and educators to determine how well our 
schools are helping students meet standards and 
grade level expectations.
