News from the Curriculum Corner

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Vocabulary knowledge in the early years is a
significant predictor of reading comprehension in
middle and secondary grades. Children typically
begin uttering their first words just after their first
birthdays. After they accumulate about 50 words
they begin to string words together to make
phrases, then sentences. Vocabulary develops
rapidly. Children enter school with a small reading
vocabulary consisting of mostly environmental print.
With instruction, a child’s reading vocabulary can
soar at a rate of 3,000-4,000 words a year.
Vocabulary knowledge is vital to success in
reading, in school, and in the world outside of
school. Some believe the single most powerful thing
one can do to increase vocabulary is to read. Have
you read any books lately?

The Category Game

Here is a fun activity that will help develop your
child’s vocabulary.

Think of five categories, such as sports, machines,
cars, flowers, and books.

Write the categories on a piece of paper. Then,
draw five blank lines under each one.

Next, ask your youngster to write down five words
that are related to each category. Example: For
sports, she could list baseball, basketball, hockey,
rollerblading, and football. If she struggles to come
up with a word, give her hints. For sports, you might
ask, “What big sports game did daddy watch on TV
a few weeks ago?”

What is your youngster studying in school? The
planets, types of rocks, or famous people in
Jamestown? Play the game using categories like
these, and your child won't realize she’s studying
for her next quiz!
