Technology Use at the Danville School

The staff and students at the Danville school are 
using many different types of software and on-line 
applications that supports the existing curriculum.  
 
Technology/Health Classes: 
During the months of November and December, the 
fourth grade students used the Inspiration software 
application to plan, organize and create their NH 
Animal Posters.  
The third grade students used the Mavis Beacon 
typing application. 
During the month of January, the second grade 
students used Kidspiration, a visual learning tool, to 
create placemats from their graphic organizer. This 
reinforced the information skills such as the five 
food groups that they learned in their Health 
classes.  
The fifth grade students are currently using Print 
Shop to create healthy restaurant menus and then 
they will eventually create school brochures. 
 
Enrichment: 
Cindy Wood, Enrichment teacher, is using Renzulli 
Learning Systems with small groups of students in 
grades 3, 4 and 5 once a week for 50-60 minutes. 
Renzulli is an Internet based program that matches 
student’s interests and learning styles to 
individualized resources to provide enriched and 
challenging learning. 
 
Music/Band: 
Kim Cook, Music teacher, uses itunes/ipod to 
create folders and playlists to quickly access music 
for the classroom, which enables her to play much 
more music than if she had to keep switching back 
and forth between CD’S. 
  
Kim also uses finale to write songs/instrument parts 
out so that the students can read real musical 
notation instead of just the letters off a page. 
  
The kids (band) use an ipas software program to 
play their instrument into a microphone.  The 

software plays an accompaniment and then 
provides feed back to the student so that they can 
improve their playing.   
 
Use of Technology in Danville Library Media Center

Scholastic BookFlix – Scholastic BookFlix is an 
interactive literacy source that pairs classic video 
storybooks from Weston Woods with related non 
fiction eBooks to build a love of reading and 
learning. Students K-3 come to the library and enjoy 
this activity listening to the various stories as their 
practice their essential reading skills.  (Scholastic, 
2009) 
 
Storybook On-line  -  Storybook on line features 
approximately twenty new titles each month for 
student/family listening pleasure. This educational 
resource Book Pals, is provided by the Screen 
Actors Guild Foundation.  This on-line video 
streaming program features SAG members reading 
children’s books aloud.  (SBO,09) 
This program offers lesson plans and activities and 
is available in the Library Media Center for 
students. 
 
Fifth Grade Research- 
Colonial America 
The fifth graders 
recently explored 
Colonial America. 
While in the library, 
part of the research process includes an 
introduction to the Big6 and a review of the on-line 
resources available via Destiny Homepage.  While 
searching the library catalog during their research, 
students can access the Web path express feature 
as well as additional web sites.  The on-line 
resources provided by the library media center 
allows students have access to safe and accurate 
information for their projects.   
  
Students were given an option of medium for their 
final presentation. Several students created power 
point presentations in the library media center with 
instructional assistance from Mrs. Kisiel.   
 
Classrooms: 
Grade K: 
The students in Mrs.Mezquita and Mrs. Newman’s 
kindergarten classes are using their classroom 
computers to access the Waterford application in 
addition to using this program in the Waterford lab. 
The students are also using an Every Day Math 
series application for math. The students are also 
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using Tux Paint, which is a drawing/paint 
application.  
Grade 1& 2: 
The students in Mrs.Charmanski’s, Mrs. George’s 
first grade classes, Mrs. DeSantis second grade 
and Ms. Gingras class are accessing the Waterford 
application in the classroom in addition to using 
Waterford on a regular schedule in the Waterford 
lab. 
Grade 3: 
Dave Ciarla’s third grade class is using the Alpha 
Smarts 3 or 4 times a week for word processing. 
The students are using MS Excel to keep track of 
their home reading minutes. The students are also 
using Every Day Math games weekly on the 
computers. 
Grade 4: 
Each 4th grade class is participating in three 
separate video conference connections with the 
South Central Kansas Education Service Center 
located in Kansas during the month of February. 
The titles of the tree sessions are; Welcome to 
China, The Lunar New Year and the Mid-Autumn 
Day Festival.  
 
Grade 5: 
The students in Mrs. Antonakos fifth grade class 
are using the Interwrite pad for many education 
opportunities. On this particular day the students 
were using the Inter-write pad in conjunction with an 
on-line story organizer applications. 
Each reading group wrote a skit about their book 
“Loser” by Jerry Spinelli.  The skit was an interview 
that took place in a news studio.  We taped the skit 
in front of a green screen.  Using “green screen” 
technology during the editing I replaced the green 
with an image of a newsroom.   
Student’s video taped their production.

Cindy Wood, Enrichment teacher, participated in a 
Webinar on January 29th titled, “The Stock Market 
Game Teleconference”. Cindy plans to use this 
game as an enrichment activity with her students in 
the near future.

I'm going to do a teacher version of the 
game over the next 3 weeks to familiarize myself 
with the game...hopefully I'll have a group do the 
game from March-May.”
