Students in grade 4 will take the New England
Common Assessment Program (NECAP) science
test May 19, 20 and 21. This test will measure what
students know and are able to do in the areas of
Earth & Space Science, Physical Science, Life
Science, and Inquiry. The results will tell us how
children can apply their understanding of science
concepts. This test is given in response to the
federal No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB), which
requires that states annually measure the
achievement of all students in grades 3-8, and in
one grade in high school.

Students in grades 3 & 4 were presented with
personal dictionaries from the members of Wingold
Grange in March. This gift giving has been a
tradition for many years. Grangers consider




education important. They hold fundraisers
throughout the year to make the dictionary program
possible. Our students were very appreciative of
this gift.
